We have concluded most of the theoretical
preparations, including particular projects
and plans. We are now slowly putting them
into action and step by step fulfilling what
we have planned. We have just finished the
official invitations for all eight sports discipli-
nes, we have launched the NOC Relations
& Services Department, we have made a big
step forward regarding the Festival's secu-
rity, our volunteer recruitment campaign is
running well, etc. Apart from mundane eve-
ryday issues, | see no significant problems.

In what ways are you making the Festi-
val in Liberec different from the previous
events?

Every Festival is specific in its own way. It
reflects the mentality and customs of the
organisers. This time, we would like the
Festival to be more sociable, compact. The
Winter Festivals are usually characterised
by participants scattered around different
hotels. We have one big Olympic Village and
the same conditions for everyone. | believe
this will have a positive effect on the atmos-
phere of the event. Of course we will focus
on the perfect organisation of the sporting
part of the Festival as well as on the free
time activities of all the participants.

Good conditions and high standard of
organisation are key prerequisites for suc-
cess. Are you ready to fulfil all the expecta-
tion of athletes, guests and visitors?
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Katerina Nycova, the Executive Director of the

We will definitely do our best. The condi-
tions are favourable and our team is highly
motivated, which is, in my opinion, essen-
tial. If people give that little extra of them-
selves, that could push the Festival a big
step forward. Our aim is to have everyone
who comes to Liberec satisfied so they will
not forget the week they spent with us and
would like to return to the Czech Republic
in future.

What are some of the important things
ahead of the EYOWF 2011 organisers?

At present, we are working on finalising
the logistics of each of the venues and the
Olympic Village, we make charts and maps.
We are preparing a promotion campaign
and merchandising. All ceremonies are
shaping up. We are organising a press
conference next month, where we want to
present our patrons and show for the very
first time our official Festival mascot. We will
start dealing with catering issues, which is
the last department of organisation that still
needs to be completed. As we all know, a
well fed and watered athlete, coach, volun-
teer or organiser is the cornerstone of every
successful event© After that, we will soon
start preparing our technical manual and the
guide for Chefs de Mission.

EU Support

The European Union awarded
a € 2-million grant to organise
the EYOWF 2011. In Novem-
ber last year, members of the
European Parliament in Strasburg approved the
subsidy. The Festival in the Liberec Region will
become the first sporting event in the history of
the Czech Republic to be co-financed from the
European budget. Roman Kumpost, the Hono-
rary President of the EYOWF 2011 Organising
Committee commented: “We drew inspiration
for financial support from the EU from the organi-
sers of similar events in Szczyrk and Tampere.”

Each of the eight disciplines in the
Festival’'s programme gained a renowned patron.

The patronage of Alpine Skiing was symbolical-
ly accepted by the world champion in slalom and
bronze medallist from Vancouver Sarka Zahrob-
ska, Cross Country Skiing will be represented
by the three-time Olympic medallist and world
championship runner-up Lukas Bauer.
